Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at ​​​6:20 pm by John Lind. 

 
The Minutes of the last meeting on June 24th have been approved by e-mail in July.
 
Meet Sally Megeath:  Sally, Vocational Deacon, moved here from Wyoming where she was ordained in 2005. A Vocational Deacon may be on the altar, read the gospel and much more.  Her commission is to bring the world to the church and the church to the world.  While she is doing the paper work for the Diocese, she will be assisting at the 9.30 am service.  We are blessed to have Sally in this volunteer position.

 
Finance Committee Report- Judy Ward reported:
1.  Roger Mattison will lead the Every Member Canvass for another year.
2.  Family Ministry Grant needs to be secured for 2009.  She asked how this was to be done.  Jane agreed to research this.
3.  She prepared an Accounting Procedure Manual so that accounting procedures will go more smoothly.

4.  Priests’ pensions are correct and have been paid up though September 30th.

5.  In September she will tackle the 403b plan.  She believes that Fidelity have been overpaid by $4,394.

6.  Deb Angell is billed monthly for Health Insurance which is paid by Rick Angell’s office.

7.  The finance committee is waiting to get signatures for three $50,000 CDs to earn money on $15,000 deposited in our checking account.

8.  ‘Prepaid Pension Priests’ represents our last payment to the Church Pension Fund.

9.  Plate is $1,979 and Pledge is $10,687 less than budgeted.  Carol will identify individuals who are behind and encourage them to catch up.

10.  We are working on the accounting for the Grocery Certificate program and will transfer funds to the operating checking account soon.
12. Expenses are $11,417 under budget to date.

13. The Finance committee is working on defining the roles of the Treasurer and the Finance committee chair. 

Treasurer’s Report: The July Balance Sheet and Profit and Loss Budget Performance are attached.  Becky Blanc discussed the 2008 Audit and the response to it.  (See Attachment) 
Associate Rector’s Report- Deb reported a busy time
1. She thanked the vestry for their support at this time and reported Paul’s thanks and gratitude.
2. Communication is important at this time. She will be writing an article for the Steeple Bell.

3. Start up Sunday is September 13th.  Mary Kelly O’Donnell is preparing a banner.

4. Liturgy committee meeting will be on September 1st.

5. The parish is moving forward with a committee to hire a new Family Minister. (see below)

 

Senior Warden’s Report: John reported that both he and Deb had seen Paul.  He’s recovering at home. He sees his cardiologist on Friday and we should know more at the beginning of next week.  

John is at work on kick-starting the search process for Jane Schmitz’s replacement.  The first meeting is Sept. 9th which will begin to put things in place.  John will email a time line to every committee member.

 
Junior Warden’s Report: The auditor did a safety check.  We have three leaks in the sanctuary.  Jody will ask our sexton, Sandy Ortiz, to get estimates. 
 
Family Ministry Report: Jane reported that we have a new curriculum for grades 1 through 3.
Jane thanked everyone for participation in the peach sale.  We ordered 312 boxes of peaches.  When all the money received we will have earned a little over $3,000.  She expressed gratitude to St. B’s community for their generosity.
