Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at ​​​6:30 pm by Paul Garrett.

Finance Committee Report:  Becky Blanc and Judy Ward noted the following:
· We are under budget for utilities, property insurance and audit fees.

· Pledge and Plate are under budget.

· The Family Ministry grant has not come through.

· Overall at the end of November we are $10,000 in the red.

Treasurer’s Report: The Finance committee will meet tomorrow.  Judy Ward is still working on the return of overpaid pension payments.  Some has been reimbursed.
Rector’s Report:  Paul Garrett reported that they had been a number of hospital visits recently.  
He officially welcomed Sally Megeath to the church as Deacon.  She has become involved in the Congregational Wellness Initiative sponsored by CENTUS.  She briefly explained this initiative and the on- line assessment member of St. Barnabas would be asked to do.  (see Attachments) 

Associate Rector’s Report:  Deb Angell welcomed Paul Garrett back and thanked all who helped in the recent “flood” in the men’s rest room.
She reported that

· We would be using another supplemental text from “Enriching our Worship” for Advent.

· Our Scripture inserts are shared with the St. Francis Center and the Illif Anglican Studies House Mass as we have to purchase more than we need.

· The 12 step group members feel St Barnabas is their ‘home.’ Recently we would conduct funeral services for two of their members.  Allowing these groups to use the church is a definite part of our outreach.

Senior Wardens Report: John Lind informed the vestry that he would not be continuing as Senior Warden after the Annual Meeting.  He was thanked for all his hard work during the past year.  
Junior Warden’s Report: Jody Will has offered her home for the next meeting followed by a pot luck supper.
She reported a minor flood in the men’s room which was fixed by Sandy Ortiz and the installation of a new toilet in the men’s room upstairs.
Family Ministry Report:  Jane Schmitz reported that 50 people had attended the pre- Advent pot luck and craft afternoon.  At present the children were working on a 40 person Christmas pageant.

· Update on Process for Family Minister Position (Committee) Kevin Lindahl Chairman of the committee informed us that Christina Clark had been chosen for the Family Ministry Position.  Three finalists had been interviewed and considered.
· Update on Youth program:  Kevin also informed the vestry of the new Youth Program which he and Christina had been leading with Joe Bednarek.  They have been using the first year of a three year program and have had a tremendous response from the young people.  Paul also reported that the Diocese had purchased and Camp and conference Center at Woodland Park which could be used by the youth.
· Parking Update: Paul reported that after discussion with City Hall no more parking tickets would be issued on Sunday morning on the north side of 13th Ave on Sunday morning.
· The vestry reviewed and discussed potential Vestry Candidates to replace Jim Schefe, Judy Ward and Mary Duell.  Various vestry members would approach suitable candidates.
