Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:20 pm by Paul Garrett. 

 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the November meeting was made, seconded and passed.  Jim Schefe volunteered to take the Minutes of today’s meeting in the absence of Irene Shepard.

Finance Committee Report:  Judy Ward noted that the Finance Committee had not met before this Vestry meeting, and because a motion was necessary to notify the Episcopal Foundation on a change in the allocation in the Investment Fund, she presented a “Recommendation for Allocation of Investment Fund” of 70%  Equity and 30% Bonds (see attached).  A motion was made, seconded and passed in favor of that allocation.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Becky Blanc called the Vestry’s attention to the fact that Plate and Pledge for 2009 are under budget by about $4,000 at this time.  End of the year contributions are expected to have a positive impact

Rector’s Report:  Paul Garrett reported that the funeral service for Judy Wallace went very well.  He expressed personal thanks for the Vestry’s support during his illness; he has joined a health club.  See New/Continuing Business for other items of discussion led by Paul.

Associate Rector’s Report:  Deb Angell.  To be attached..

Junior Warden’s Report:  Jody Will reported that work is proceeding well on the renovation of the sacristy and work room.  The areas have been inspected by an engineer, and she and Paul will review bids.  The costs of the repairs are covered by insurance.  

Family Ministry Report:  Jane Schmitz expressed her thanks for all the help and support she has received.  Many families attended the Advent event, and intense preparations are being made for the Christmas Pageant.  She has been working with Tina Clark on the transition to her leadership.  Tina has shown a great amount of enthusiasm.  Overall, parents are very pleased with the work of the Family Ministry this year.  The Vestry wholeheartedly thanked Jane. 

 New/Continuing Business

· 2010 Stewardship Update.  Roger Mattison reported that to date $297,000 have been pledged ($1,000 more than 2009), short of our goal of $347,000.  Final numbers will be known in January.  

· 2010 Budget Update.  The Vestry discussed various scenarios in the event that the full goal of the Stewardship Campaign is not reached.  No rollover from the 2009 budget to the 2010 budget is anticipated.  The Finance Committee will work on the first cut and present it to the Vestry. 

· Identification of Vestry Candidates.  To date no sure candidates have been identified.  Other positions to be filled include the chairpersons of the Finance Committee and the Stewardship Campaign.  

· Annual Meeting.  Committee Reports for 2009 are due to Carol Anderson by January 15, 2010.

· Annual Meeting Agenda,  Paul Garrett and Deb Angell will work on the agenda, which will include election of people to the Vestry and offices of Senior and Junior Wardens and the presentation of the budget for 2010.  Other considerations are thanking various people for their contributions during the year, feedback from the parish, and a “State of the Parish” address by Paul.  Arrangements will be made for refreshments.

· The Vestry Retreat has been scheduled for March 5 and 6, 2010.
