Finance Committee Report- Judy Ward

Treasurer’s Report- Becky Blanc

The Finance Committee had not met this month.  Paul thanked the committee for their hard work which saved the vestry much time.  Judy was thanked for the excellent presentation of the budget at the Annual Meeting.
Rector’s Report- Paul reported that
i. Many people in the parish were facing challenges and he too was challenged as he helped them.

ii. The Liturgy Committee met yesterday and planned the Lenten and Easter Cycles.  Paul has some new ideas which he will implement.  There will be three services on Ash Wednesday 7 am, noon and 7 pm.  

iii. Lenten Book Study  on Tuesdays at 7-8:30 pm led by Paul.  The book to be studied is FINDING YOUR OWN RELIGION by Rev. Scotty MacClaren.   It is available at The Tattered Cover or through amazon.com.
iv. Some vents into the church had been covered with plastic to reduce cold drafts by a friend of Paul who is a ventilation specialist. The problem of possible radon build up was mentioned and will be monitored.
