Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at ​​​6.30PM by Paul. 
Opening Prayer: Paul led Early Evening Prayers.
Approval of Minutes of the April 22nd Vestry meeting: A motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting was proposed, seconded and carried.

Finance Committee Report- Judy Ward

a) A motion to buy a 13 month $100,000, 2% CD at UMB Bank was proposed at the Finance Committee’s request, seconded and carried unanimously.

a. The Finance Committee also asked for approval to open an account for $3,000 at CoreFirst Bank and Trust – a FDIC member bank, -  to buy a 6 month $100,000 3.5% CDE.   Conor will look into the viability of this Bank and report to the Vestry.
b. Bob Leaman will begin the 2008 Audit on June 22nd 2009.
b)  Judy noted that Brian had sent out a year-to-date summary of expenses to all those responsible for program budgets.
Treasurer’s Report- Becky Blanc presented the Balance Sheet as of April 30th 2009. (See attachment)  She also reported the following the performance of the Profit and Loss Budget:

She explained the following:
a) Account 1101 Deb Angell’s reimbursable Insurance is being paid by Deb through St. Barnabas and there should be a zero balance in the account at the end of each month..

b) Accounts 1605, 1620 and 2150 all deal with pensions which are being sorted out. Olive, the previous book keeper has been asked for a listing of all transactions to the pension funds in 2008 to ensure the correct amounts are being paid. 
c) A $17,498.12 check is in the post to the Church Pension Fund to bring Paul’s and Deb’s pensions up to date.

d) The finance committee asked permission to close account 3190 Courtyard Benches ($20.83) and transfer the funds to undesignated account and account 3420 the Youth Fund and transfer the funds to Family Ministry.  A motion to do this was proposed seconded and carried.
e) Plate offering has a positive variance of $327 to date.

f) Pledge offerings also have a positive variance of $4,295.

g) No money has been added to the Reserve for Sabbatical Account and Becky will request the bookkeeper to do this either on a monthly or quarterly basis.

Rector’s Report- Paul 
a) The Bishop’s visit on June 14th.  The Bishop will meet with confirmands between morning services.  There will be strawberries and champagne to celebrate St. B day after the 9.30 service and the Bishop will lead the All Parish Meeting (at Adult Forum time) at 11.00am. 
b) Many pastoral issues continue to come up.

c) Many thanks to Tom Ward and JimSchefe for the timely trimming of the hedge..

d) He would be absent on June 7th in California for a celebration.

e) He has an ongoing conversation with Canon Paulson Reed of St. John’s Cathedral the need for Youth Group planning perhaps with our neighboring Episcopal parishes.

f) He reported on the El Paso county indictment against Don Armstrong and asked for prayers for all involved.  The responsibility of the vestry with regard to finances was also noted.

Senior Warden’s Report: John 
a) John thanked all who were involved in the organization of the Committee of Committees Meeting.
b) Two  articles were prepared for Steeple Bell that help begin to set the stage for some of the work the vestry is doing and wants to engage the community in as we move forward - improving our communications.  There was no Steeple Bell published in May, so the messaging will not get out until the next publication.
Junior Warden’s Report: Jody 

a) The list of those responsible for Vestry suppers would be sent electronically by the vestry clerk.
b) Jody has put in one more insurance reimbursement request for damage to the sacristy.

c) As a result of the electrical circuit damage a new circuit had been installed at a cost of $950.

d) All fire extinguishers had been checked and were in order.  One was replaced.
e) The cost for repairing and hooking up the fire alarm system, which had not been hooked up for years, would be looked into.
f) The new calendar would be placed where the pictures of the vestry are presently situated.

Associate’s Report: Deb
a) After attending update training and Leader training both Deb and Bill Miles are trained to lead Safeguarding Young Children workshops.  There was a need to screen all volunteers working with children.
b) She has spent time with Kim McPherson, Director of Religious Education at St. John’s Cathedral and discussed how to keep young people engaged during their teen years.  Kim is developing material that emphasizes building community first.

c) She again mentioned the Parish Resource Center and circulated a copy of an old newsletter.

d) She asked for continued prayers for Karen Burgess, Debbie Spooner and Joan Vickers.

e) She suggested that it was time to seek out people who haven’t been attenders and encourage their return to church.  

f) The next Liturgy committee meeting was on June 2nd .  She noted the meetings are open to all.  
Family Ministry Report: Jane 

a) Jane thanked all those who covered for her while she was away.
b) Parent’s Pause would have three venues this year: for the parents, the older and the younger children.
c) The Summer Art Camp is fully booked.

Other Business:

a) John showed the suggestion box which would be placed near the notice board.
b) Paul handed out a copy of the proposed form for scheduling events on the Calendar.  Further suggestions were made.  It was noted that the form would be changed as needed once it was in use.
c) Jody reported that there were three notebooks for recording borrowed equipment: one in the office, one in the kitchen and one in the cupboard where the tablecloths were stored.
d) John handed out a Key Meeting Schedule involving Vestry and asked that we record dates.
e) Mary reported that new kneelers would be produced over the next few years at a cost of as much as $2,000 to $3,000.  Judy suggested that there was a fund which could cover such costs, and Jim suggested sale of the twenty-one kneelers now in use for, say, $100 each,  to people who wished them respectfully preserved and kept in the parish family.
f) Burley Shepard has volunteered to coordinate the scheduling of servers and readers at the 9.30 service.
Next Meeting:  Wednesday June 24th 2009 Lynn, Jack and David are responsible for the meal.
Closing Prayer and Adjournment: Vestry was adjourned at ​​​ 8.15 pm with a closing prayer.
