At 8.07 pm Senior Warden Mary Lou Fenili called the meeting to order.

Opening  Prayer:  Andy Martin read 1 Corinthians 12.

Mary Erickson led the Ritual of Trust and Light.
Clerk’s report:  Irene explained that minutes of each meeting would be e-mailed to vestry members within two days.  Comments were to be returned within a week and the minutes would then be corrected, signed, filed and final copies sent to members.
Comments on the AGM minutes need to be returned by the end of April.

Interim Rectors report:
a. The temporary Parish administrator had arrived and was working well.  5 or 6 people had shown interest in the job.  Personnel Committee would be given details for appointment of new administrator.
b. Many people had been involved in preparation for Holy Week.  Kevin Lindahl agreed to organize parish pot luck on Easter Sunday.  Ken and Alex needed help with setting up Church on Saturday between 9.30 and 11.30am.

c. An advertisement for the church had been sent in to the annual BEST OF DENVER.  Half of the costs would be covered by a donation.

d. Jack Finlaw had been booked to lead discussions at two Adult Forum sessions in April on issues facing the ECUSA and the world wide Anglican Communion.

Action Items

1.  The Vestry Charge to the 2007 Search committee was read point by point by Vestry Members.  
The Vestry Members pledged their trust and support for the Search Committee.

The issue of the present Time of Restraint with regard to partnered GLBT clergy was discussed.  Cheryl has arranged a meeting with the Bishop with regard to this issue.
2.  Designation of Bequest from Charles Appel.
Suggestions:  Renovations, Music, Certificate Programme.  Appropriate committee and staff members will be asked for advice.
The Bequest will be put in the Charles Appel Memorial Fund and the use of funds revisited in 6 months. MCS.
3.  Rector’s Discretionary Fund.  Finance Committee was asked to suggest a choice for a particular Sunday collection once a month at next meeting.  MCS.

4.  Approval of membership of Personnel Committee:    Eloise May (Chair), Barbara Mattison, Phil Brimmer, and Bill Lundgren have been invited and are willing to serve.

The Committee will (1) draft appropriate policies related to employees and independent contractors for Vestry review and approval and (2) review applications for the Parish Administrator position and make recommendations to the Vestry.  Andrew and Sandy will liaise with the committee.

4.  Annual Audit.  Finance committee to be asked to schedule an audit before May.
