Opening  Prayer and Grace:  Jim Hill organized the grace which was read by all present.
Supper was provided by Andrew and Mary Lou

At 6.30 pm Senior Warden Mary Lou Fenili called the meeting to order.

Clerk’s report:  Comments on the AGM minutes need to be returned by the end of April.

Interim Rectors report:

a. Parish administrator: It was noted that Wendy fits in well and is doing an excellent job.  The position had been advertised and Sandy had received a number of applicants.

Personnel Committee will meet tomorrow.  They will look at candidates for the position.  The process for appointing a new Parish administrator must be open. It was noted that during the interim the Senior Warden makes appointments to new positions.

b. Attendance during Holy Week and Easter Services:  Excellent and almost the same as in the last two years. Numbers for Sunday services were 25 at 7:45 am and 238 at 9:30 am.

c. Rector’s Discretionary Fund:  The Vestry requested the Finance Committee's recommendation on the Sunday for contributions to the Rector's Discretionary Fund.

Action Items

1.  Copy Machine replacement:  Karen’s memo dated 02/13/07 and a memo about Sharp 550N B&W Digital Imager were circulated and discussed. More information was needed from Kevin and the Finance Committee.  Final Decision will be made by e-mail when data had been collected.

It was noted that the Sharp Machine would be in the office for a 5-day trial period this week. 

2.  When and how to respond to congregation concerns discussed in Executive session.

3.  Milestone Sunday.  Mary Lou proposed that the 1st Sunday every month between services all birthdays, anniversaries and special events be celebrated with cookies.  MSC.  This would start on the 6th May.

It was noted that in May, Barnabas Time would be held on the 20th of the month.

4.  Letters of Agreement with Staff.

Mary Lou and Mary had been working on these.  They will be e-mailed to Vestry members.

It was suggested that Karen Hoffman be asked to meet with the Wardens and Sexton to confirm the Sexton’s job re the kitchen.

5.  Bobbi Siersma’s Presentation:  Bobbi had circulated the booklet produced by “Water for People.”  She explained her outreach proposal and circulated a handout that covered her main points.

Bobby was thanked for her presentation and many expressed interest in the project.

A number of issues need to be investigated i.e. how to pay for an adequate refrigerator and freezer, whether the St. Barnabas’s liability insurance would cover this activity and the need for a safe space heater in the kitchen.
