Interim Rector’s report:

1.  The Adult Forum committee has been meeting weekly and is planning sessions beginning June 3 which will focus on issues in the Anglican Communion.

2.  Sunday School and Choir will start after Labor Day next Fall.
3.  Plans for the Summer Art Camp of June 18 are being finalized.
4.  On June 10th Sunday School Teachers will be thanked during the morning service.
Action Items
1.  Water for People Project

The Vestry approves this project.  MSC. (All in favor)
2.  Appointment of Parish Administrator and salary

The appointment of the new Parish administrator Carol Anderson on a yearly salary of $34,000 was approved.  MSC. (All in favor)

It was noted that Sick Leave policy needs to be considered by Personnel Committee as well as position of a new appointee who has Health Care coverage elsewhere.
3.  Payment Adjustment for some Staff for Holy Week

The Vestry approved the payment for two extra services led by Ken Phillips during Holy Week.  MSC.  (All in favor)
4.  Appointment of New Auditor The Vestry approved the appointment of Robert S. Leaman to do the audit required by the Diocese of Colorado.  MSC. (All in favor)
Information items
1.  A recent letter from the Nelson Foundation is attached.(see Vestry Minute Files)  Our income has been reduced by $20 000.  The Parish will be informed at the next Barnabas Meeting (June 24th) and asked for suggestions.  Meanwhile the Vestry will plan to meet with the finance committee on Wednesday June 6th and work on possible ways to deal with this shortfall.
