Vestry Clerk’s Report:

1. Motion to Approve the Minutes of the Meeting on September 29th was moved, seconded and carried unanimously.
2.  Irene asked that corrections be sent to her for insertion into minutes.  Please don’t return your corrected copy of the minutes.
3.  It was agreed that any written reports or information associated with vestry meetings be appended to minutes in the two files and a note be made to that effect at the bottom of the minutes.  
Every Member Campaign Committee:  Roger reported:

1.  27 people had pledged a total of $75 280.

2.  So far there had been a poor response to the dinners and people would be encouraged to invite others to join them for building community.  Some young families were involved as hosts.

3.  A display will be set up on Sunday 21st and 28th October and Roger will be at hand to answer questions.  Roger will also use a 15 min slide presentation at Barnabas Time On October 28th Pledge cards will be available.

4.  The committee is running about $200 above budget.

5.  Phone calls will be made to people who have not pledged on the week before the wrap up date November 15th.  Roger will make a final report at the November 28th Vestry Meeting.
Interim Rector’s Report: Sandy reported:
1.  Her weekend (6 and 7th October) away in Iowa at a school reunion had been delightful.

2.  She is working on the transition period with Deb Angell.  Deb will work with the Liturgy committee.

3. There will be a farewell liturgy at all three services on Sunday November 11th followed by a celebration of Reverend Sandy Boyd's time with us.  We will have a brunch between the 7:45 and 9:30 services and a reception following the evening service.  Karen Hoffman and Karen Esten are making arrangements for the morning brunch.  Sandy has asked that if people want to offer a thank you gift that they make a donation to the Colorado Council of Churches.  She is its President and will serve another year in that capacity.  The CCC is still suffering from the loss of a major denominational member following the invitation into membership of the Metropolitan Community Church several years ago.  She recommended that such checks be made out to St Barnabas with Colorado Council of Churches in the memo line.  Carol will record the donations and send one check to the Colorado Council of Churches. 
4.  On November 18th Bill Martin will preach and officiate at the morning services and be present for the Barnabas Time following the 9:30 service.  Barnabas Time has been moved from Nov 25 to Nov 18 due to Bill Martin's presence with us and Nov 25 being Thanksgiving weekend.

5.  Helen Barron was elected to the Executive Committee of the High Plains Region of the Diocese of Colorado.  She has also offered to take Phil Brimmer’s place on the Richard Hooker Forum Steering Committee.  Jack Finlaw, informal head of the Richard Hooker Forum will lead a discussion at the Oct. 21st Adult Forum.
Action Items:

1.  Building Use:  Karen Esten will meet with Sandy Ortiz and Carol Anderson who have prepared a report on building use for the Vestry.  Karen will bring recommendations to the Vestry.

2.  Motion to appoint Mary Duell as the new vestry member was proposed, seconded and carried unanimously.  She was chosen because she offered to stand for election at the last annual meeting. The other volunteers for the position were Harry Chance, Jack Unruh and Stan Siefer.  The vestry thanked them for volunteering.
3.  Motion to appoint Brian Reid as treasurer through February 2011 was proposed, seconded and carried unanimously.
4.  Lynn Hoffman explained why he would like to appoint a parliamentarian.  

Motion to appoint Judy Ward to this position was proposed, seconded and carried unanimously.

Discussion Items

1.  The Search Process.  Lynn handed out and discussed the remaining steps in the Search process. A motion to postpone a decision on one step in this process until after consultation with Bill Martin was proposed, seconded and carried unanimously. 

2.  Bob Leaman explained and led a detailed discussion on the Budget Report.  

Four points needed to be addressed for the Audit to be passed to the Diocese. Kevin Lindahl will help the Treasurer Brian to deal with the first point.  The second and fourth points were covered by a Balance Sheet produced by Judy Ward. The third point does not apply.
