​​​​​​​​​​​​The agenda of the meeting with appendices and a booklet containing the minutes of the 2007 Annual Meeting, the Acting  Rector’s Report, the Senior and Junior Warden’s Reports  and Committee Reports were available for all present.                   A Quorum of 115 people were present
1.  Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by the Senior Warden,Lynn Hoffman
2.   The Acting Rector, Deb Angell opened the meeting with prayer.
3.   A motion to approve the minutes of the 2007 meeting was proposed seconded and carried.
4.  Election of five new vestry Members.

The following five people were elected by paper ballot and in absentia by sealed envelopes and e-mail to the office.

Mary Duell, John Lind, Janet Manning, MeredethWakelyn and Jody Will

Three will serve for three years, one for two years and one for one year.  This will be decided by a draw at the first meeting.

5.  Election of Wardens
The Deb Angell proposed that Lynn Hoffman and Karen Esten be elected to the posts of Senior and Junior warden respectively.  The motion was carried.
6.  Presentation of Budget by Judy Ward.

Judy explained that last year the church went through an audit for the first time in years.  As a result a number of issues had to be dealt with and a financial statement showing all church assets was required.  This had been prepared except for the contents of the building which will have to be inventoried.  

Judy then presented the Consolidated Balance Sheet, Statement of Activities, Operating Income and Expenses for 2007 and the 2008 Budget Recommendations.

A motion to accept the recommended budget was proposed, seconded and carried.

Judy was thanked for all the hard work she and the Finance Committee had done.

7.  Proposal to change the By-laws.

A proposal to delete sections 6.5 and 6.7 and replace them with the following was proposed, seconded and carried..


Section 6.5 Distribution – The Finance Committee shall make funds from Luken’s Second Century Endowment available to the Vestry annually by multiplying the average fund balance of the prior three years by 5%.  The Finance Committee shall have no authority to distribute permanently restricted funds in the endowment except upon unanimous vote of the full Vestry as specified in Section 6.7.

Section6.7 Income and Principal The Vestry shall annually direct the funds referred to in section 6.1 as follows: (a) 75% for outreach and (b) 25% for capital improvements for the buildings or grounds (excluding normal maintenance).  Permanently restricted funds referred to in Section 6.1 shall not be used for any purpose except upon the unanimous vote of the full Vestry upon finding that a financial crisis exists, which justifies the extraordinary measure of invading the principle. 

Larry Volmert asked to be put on record as saying “Passage of this resolution, which reiterates the allocation of endowment funds as 75% to outreach and 25% to capital improvements should not be interpreted as restricting future considerations of allocating a greater percentage to capital improvements if that is judged to be appropriate.”

9.  Honoring of Parishioners
Mary Erickson thanked the three retiring vestry members, Jim Hill, Melinda Cabell and Andrew Pasini.  They were each presented with a painting of the church by Tom Potter.
Lynn Hoffman thanked Mary Erickson for five years of commitment to St. Barnabas as a vestry member and Junior Warden.  She was presented with a collage of pictures of St. Barnabas and some gifts to enjoy in retirement.

Jim Schefe presented Bobbie Blanc with a Barney award for many long years of service to St.Barnabas.  She was baptized and worshipped here all her life except for a short break during WWII.

Lynn  Hoffman presented Barney awards to both Kevin Lindahl for his years of service as chairman of the Finance Committee and Cheryl Volmert for her excellent leadership of the search committee.

10. Committee Updates.

1.  Rhondda Grant reported that the Water for People Soup Project, which Bobbie Siersma had initiated and led until her illness, was underway again.  Help is still required on Wednesday morning when soups are made.

2.   Karen Hoffman reported that the Annual Auction will be on Saturday April 5th 2008 and a reception for Paul and Mary Ellen Garrett would be held on March 28th from 4 – 8 PM.

3.   Lynn asked people willing to serve on the Transition Team to speak to him.
