3.  Family Ministry:  Peach sale was very successful as was the Brunch and planning meeting for the entire school year held Sunday 19th August.
4.  Adult forum Committee continues to meet and plan sessions for the Fall Season.
5.  Soup for Water for People Project:  Bobbie Siersma has discussed details with Sandy.  The big new refrigerator has been delivered.
6.  Homeless problem.  Sandy called a meeting with concerned staff and a city homeless outreach worker.  The staff was very grateful for helpful guidelines and promise of assistance in dealing with our overnight visitors.    
7.  Pastoral Care:   Carolyn Starbuck has been moved to a care facility near her grand-daughter.  Joan Vickers has been very grateful for all the support she is receiving.
Personnel Committee Report
The four members of the committee were present and Eloise May, the committee chair handed out a progress report and explained it.  This included plans for further work.  An organizational chart was also prepared, handed out and explained.
