Opening Prayer: Early Evening Prayer

 Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:40 pm by Rev. Paul Garrett.  Jane Schmitz and Janet Manning took notes (Irene out of town).
Approval of minutes:  Lynn Hoffman moved and John seconded to modify the minutes of the 5/28 meeting by deleting the extra section at the end from previous meeting.  Passed.

Lynn moved and John seconded approval of modified minutes of May’s meeting.  Passed.

REPORTS:

Outreach Committee:

Windsor, Colo.  – Pat Long and Jody Will met Caitlin, Christopher and Caitlin’s mother, Mary for whom St. B’s is collecting items.  They need silverware, pots and pans, gift certificates (King Soopers or Safeway).  Items will be brought to the church each week.  After Caitlin and Mary have taken the items they can use, other members of the church may also choose things.  Each week, Pat & Jody will deliver donations.  Caitlin and Mary were pleased with the things Pat and Jody brought to the initial meeting.
They will be staying in Motel 6 until July when they hope to get an apartment.  Pat and Jody were given a tour of St. Albion’s (a stained glass window was damaged but will be repaired.  The town is working quickly to repair the damage. 
Rector’s Report:

1. Standing time for appointments (Thursdays, noon to 5pm) has worked well.

2. Paul has touched base with CHUM and DENUM

3. Paul had breakfast with Bishop two weeks ago.  The moratorium on blessing same sex unions still in place; but, blessing during the service is okay for anniversaries.  The Bishop is still in favor of approving same sex unions; but, it will take time to change.
4. The Bishop is in Jerusalem while a “conservative gathering” to take the place of Lambeth is meeting.  Rob is one of 8 Bishops specifically listed by name and picture as “not welcome” at the gathering.  Rob joined 30 others in Jerusalem to be of support to the Diocese of Jerusalem.

5. Paul was interviewed by the police regarding Don Armstrong.  Property lawsuit is scheduled for February.  There is also an on-going criminal investigation.

6. He met with Personnel Committee Chair, Barb Mattison to discuss the personnel policies handbook.

7. He met with Roger Mattison to discuss stewardship perspectives and strategies.

8. The Bishop will not be at Paul’s installation.  Regional Missioner, Doug Dunn, will attend in his stead. 

9. For insurance purposes, inventory pictures were taken by Tim Hepp and Tom Ward.

10. Overnight guest on porches seem to be respectful.  There has been only one minor problem.  The safety of people is primary and the safety of the building is secondary.  Call the police first and then Paul for suspicious activity.

11. Paul recommended “Traces of the Trade” which he and Mary Ellen saw at the cathedral.  It concerns a New England family who profited from the slave trade.
12. Paul passed out a pamphlet about We Believe.  He asked that Vestry look it over so that it can be discussed during the next meeting.

Senior Warden’s Report:

Paul and Lynn have had conversations about long term planning.  They are looking for a small committee to look at the need to grow and how to do that.  Also, how do we “clone” ourselves?  Lynn is discussing this with Bill Martin.  Possible areas for “cloning” might be Art/Music Camp, Adult Forum, and Family Ministry.
Junior Warden’s Report:

1. Everything is ready for the audit which will begin shortly.

2. Chairs and rack ordered.  Tim and Sandy will help with delivery.  It was moved by Judy Ward and seconded by Karen Esten that St. Barnabas purchase the chairs and storage rack (approx. $3,500 total - $380 was donated by groups using the church).
3. Gutter on North side replaced.

4. Since the down spout in back was damaged by a garbage truck, the City will fix it.   The city suggested that we protect the electrical meter.

5. A sign will be made that says “Please do not leave food in the kitchen (counters and refrigerator).  If you have a lot left, you can donate it to a nonprofit like the Gathering Place. 

Pastoral Minister’s Report:

1. Deb played her guitar for 3 days at Art Camp and said it was great fun.
2. Trips - Minneapolis July 7 to attend an ordination of a priest who is from Colorado but can’t be ordained here because of the moratorium.  In August Deb will be going to Ring Lake Ranch for worship and music workshops.

3. Deb and William Lewis will be leading Safeguarding God’s Children on September 13.

4. Deb encouraged us to figure out what our next big project will be (i.e. similar to what we did with Project Angel Heart).

Treasurer’s Report:
Judy Ward, chair of the finance committee, gave the report. This is appended.
The flu shot fund given by the Grants is held at the Colorado Episcopal Foundation.  It was moved by Judy Ward and seconded by Lynn Hoffman that this fund be designated as permanently restricted so it can be re-categorized.  The motion was passed.
Family Ministry Report.

1.  ART Camp - Jane reported that we had 23 kids (1 complete scholarship and two partial scholarships.)  Peace was the theme – “What do you do daily that helps to bring peace?”  Cost $1.49 per day per person. Campers’ evaluations were 96% positive. 

2.  Peaches – The ordering will begin July 6th and run until August 8th.  Peaches delivered Aug. 15 and available for pick up Aug. 16 -17.  Cost – 10 # box - $20 and 18# box - $30

Discussion Items:

Appointment of Convention Delegates - Lynn Hoffman, Karen Esten, Mary Duell and Paul Garrett will meet ASAP to discuss possibilities.  Jack Unruh, Andrew Pasini, Melinda Cabell, Mary Duell, and Nadine Cochran were mentioned.

Next Meeting:  July 23rd at 6 pm - It will either be a Vestry 101 Training or canceled.  If there is a meeting, Karen will assign food for the meal.
